Welcome to the Palisades Condominiums Home Owner Association’s (PCHOA) website.  Here you can find all the information you will need to be informed about meetings, activities, calendar dates, rules and regulations, get informed on the Master Deed, see issues, voice your concerns and much more.  You will find all Condo related documents (Master Deed, Rules and Regulations, Board meeting minutes, PCA Board budgets and Financials and more on the “CONDO DOCUMENTS” tab.

The Palisades is 231 units. The governing body responsible for the collection of maintenance dues and the budgeting of expenditure is the Palisades Condominiums Association, Inc. Board (PCA) which meets the 3rd Monday of every other month @ 6:00 p.m. at the clubhouse. There are six (6) Board members who serve for three (3) years, by vote of the home owners, in an annual meeting held each February.  

If you have a need for maintenance or wish to voice a concern please call the PCA office at 865-693-1301. If you have a water related issue, call the Office immediately and report it.  The staff is directed by the PCA Board.  You can comment to the Board either directly at the meetings or you can call the office and direct a concern directly to the Board through the office manager.  You can also use this website to make your wishes known and the PCHOA will represent those wishes, by written motion to the PCA Board, at their next meeting.

Being a condominium community. home owners have limited property rights as detailed in the Master Deed and the Rules and Regulations. Generally, you own the inside of your unit and the PCA Board controls the outside.  We as owners own the outside, but individually we have no say in the issues outside our units except through the actions of the PCA Board.    

The PCHOA brings home owner issues and concerns to the PCA Board meeting for action.  We also monitor those issues and concerns. The PCHOA meetings are the 1st Thursday of every month at 7:00 p.m. at the clubhouse. There are two officers, Chairman and Secretary, voted on by a quorum of home owners for a one (1) year term in February of each year.    There are no fees, membership is free.  We do post minutes of the meetings on this website in the “condo documents” section. The PCHOA has no governing power, only advisory rights to the PCA Board. The power of this organization is in the voice of the home owners who participate in it.  To have a strong voice it is important for you to  participate in the PCHOA activities. All comments go directly to your officers for action.  The comments section is in blog form, so everyone can see your comments and make comments of their own, so please keep it civil and be respectful of everyone. We use your comments to establish the Agenda for our monthly meeting and to bring pertinent issues to the attention of the Board in their bi-monthly meetings.  You are encouraged to attend the PCHOA and the PCA meetings.  Being active in your community is the first step in having a community you are proud to be a member.

Thank you for visiting and enjoy the website. We will communicate with you on a regular basis concerning community issues and activities, so visit often and get involved.
